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· Triffids grow to about 7 feet in temperate climates but in tropical zones may grow as large as 8 or even 9 feet.
· When a Triffid ‘walks’ two of the blunt ‘legs’ slide forward then the rear one draws almost level with them, then the two in front slide forward again.  At each step the stem whips violently back and forth.
· ‘Walking’ in this fashion a triffid can cover ground at an average walking pace.
· Triffids are very sensitive to sound and when they ‘hear’ something they will rattle their little sticks against their stem and other triffids that can hear will also approach.
· Although there is no proof, Triffids seem to have some kind of intellegence that is demonstrated in some of their group behaviors.
The large roots of the Triffid plant are used for ‘walking’ as well as gathering nutrients from the soil when entrenched.





These sticks can rattle against the stem and some believe are part of a rudimentary communication system.





The poison sacs contain a deadly poison, which can kill a man, or permanently blind if struck in the eyes.





The ‘mouth’ of a Triffid.  It contains a sticky fluid in which attracted insects become stuck and then digested.  The Triffid also places here for digestion, any flesh it procures.





With this frond the Triffid can strike at a target 7-8 feet away with surprising accuracy.  The blow is strong enough to knock a man down.
